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Reminder for finding lost pets
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If your pet is lost, you should promptly report the case to the nearest
Animal Management Centre of the AFCD and the Police as well as Animal
Welfare Organisations or veterinary clinics in your neighbourhood.
Information such as the microchip number (for dogs) and physical
description as well as the time and location of the loss should be provided.
You could also consider releasing the information in the community and

onto the internet to ask for help.

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Before you get a pet, make sure that you are committed to your pet for the
rest of its life. Depending on the type of pet, some pets can live up to 15
years or more. Don't buy or adopt a pet on impulse. Lots of pets acquired

this way end up being surrendered or abandoned.
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Please ensure that pet keeping is allowed in the building / estate you live in
before getting a pet. There should be enough space to properly
accommodate your pet including space to move around freely, sleep, play,
toilet, etc. The space requirement varies between different types of
animals. For example, large dogs may require more space while reptiles or

small mammals may not need as much.
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Family support

Obtaining the consent of all family members before getting a pet can help

it settle into the family.
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You should take your pets to a registered veterinary surgeon for
vaccination (mainly dogs and cats). If you are keeping a dog, it must be
vaccinated against rabies, microchipped and licensed before 5 months

of age, and has its licence renewed and be re-vaccinated once every

3 years.
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Neuter your pets to benefit their health, have positive behavioural effects
and prevent unwanted breeding. Please consult a veterinarian about the

best time for neutering.
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Devotion of time
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Make sure that you can spend enough time to take good care of your pets.
In addition to maintaining good nutrition and hygiene, you should spend
time according to their species for bathing, grooming, walking, training,

exercising and playing with them.
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Cost of keeping a pet ®
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Make sure you set aside money for the expenses on your pet. You will
need to pay for its food, supplies, vet bills, etc. A pet can cost you

thousands of dollars every year.

Proper control
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When taking your dog out, it must be kept under proper control. A leash is
recommended and is a must for dogs weighing 20kg or above. Do not allow
your dog to bark excessively and disturb your neighbours or cause
a nuisance to any person or animal. Clean up after your dog and dispose of

the excreta properly.
